1) What does Atticus mean when he says, “’I’m going to bed…If I don’t wake up in the morning, don’t call me’” (pg 212). 

2) How does Aunt Alexandra feel about Atticus allowing his kids to be at the courthouse? What was Atticus’s response?

3) What is an “appeal” (213)?

4) What is in the kitchen? Why? (213)

5) On page 242 the second paragraph, Scout remarks that she feels “remorse when passing by the old Radley place, at ever having taken part in what must have been sheer torment [torture] to Arthur [Boo] Radley.” Why does she say this? Now that she is older, how has her perspective changed?

6) On page 243, Scout explains that she and Jem got into many fist fights with kids in school because they made fun of her and her brother since their father defended Tom Robinson. Scout explains that even though the town did not agree with what Atticus did, they still elected him to work for the state. Why do you suppose that is?

7) What was the “Current Events” assignment? 

8) On pages 244-245, Scout’s class is learning about Hitler and comparing his dictatorship to that of a democracy like the US. One of the boys asked why Hitler hates Jewish people, and then said “’that ain’t no reason to persecute [torment/torture] them. They’re white ain’t they?’” What does this comment show about the time period and/or this child?

10) What does Scout overhear her teacher say in the courtroom after Tom Robinson was found guilty? Why does this bother her? (247) Write your answer on the back of this page.
